18[F] plus 18[M]. 

[9.7] Trophies will be presented to the 1st, 

2nd and 3rd Overall; 1st, 2nd and 3rd in each 

class; 1st Junior (under 25 as at 1 January 

2010); 1st Senior (over 45 as at 1 January 

2010); 1st Lady Driver. In addition, the 

Champion driver will be presented with the 

Thornley Leisure Shield to be held for 11 

months. Trophies will also be presented to the 

1st, 2nd & 3rd overall Novice competitors, the 

1st in each class and the 1st Newcomer as 

defined in section 17. Competitors winning an 

overall award will not be eligible for class 

awards. 
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
