 [17] NOVICE CLASSIFICATION 

[17.1] A Novice competitor is defined as one who, in the role and discipline now entered, has 

not won more than one class or overall award on an event of National B or higher status, at 

the time of registering for the Championship. Claims for Novice status must be indicated on 

the Championship Registration Form. Marque, Ladies, Mixed Crew, Club and Team awards are 

discounted for the purpose of Novice definition. 

[17.2] A newcomer is defined as a Novice competitor who has not been registered for any 

ANWCC Championship in previous years, and who does not take any other championship 

award. 

[17.3] Previous winners of an ANWCC Championship will not be eligible for Novice status 

regardless of regulation SR17.1 above. 

[17.4] For the purpose of this Championship Drivers and Co-Drivers/Navigators in the same 

crew will be scored separately.  

[17.5] Two-day events will count as two separate one-day events for the purpose of awarding 

Novice category points, results being calculated accordingly. 
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
